School Admissions

Admission authorities are required to consult on their admission arrangements for the academic year 2026/27 either
when changes are proposed, or at least once every seven years even if no changes have been made.

Please see the link for the public consultation on the admission arrangements for the academic year 2026/27. The
closing date for comments is 6 January 2025 (at 5pm).

The proposal is to reduce the forms of entry from 3 form (90 pupils) to 2 form (60 pupils) as well as amending the
criterial for over subscription. The proposal is to give a higher priority for children currently in the Infants school wishing
to join the Junior School, followed by priority for children of staff members.
